A CASE OF AN OUT BREAK OF FOWL DISEASE THREATENING HUMAN BEINGS IN UGANDA
Mr and Mrs Ayo live in Dakbiri village in Nusafi District, Northern Uganda. A month ago Mrs Ayo took four chickens to Chubulu market,  an agricultural produce market situated at the border with South Sudan. In the market, birds from different regions are left to mix, even sometimes encouraging cock fights.  Mrs Ayo was able to sell off three of her four birds and returned home one unsold chicken. After five days, the returned chicken started coughing, and sneezing. Two more birds in the flock started showing similar signs. Two days after the chicken falling sick, mrs Ayo fell sick showing the following symptoms; cough, fever, sore throat, muscle aches, headache and short breath.

After taking flu fed without much success, Mr. Ayo decided to rush his wife to the sub-county Health Centre 3, where a health worker suspected Highly Pathogenic Avian Influenza (HPAI). Without hesitation, he reported to the District Health Officer, who subsequently reported to the Ministry of Health HQs
Issue at hand:

There is a suspected outbreak of HPAI in Uganda, and neighboring countries are at threat and others highly implicated

Task:

Using the knowledge in gender and One Health, develop a gender sensitive plan for communication, surveillance and prevention of the spread of the disease.
